	Instructional Objectives


	Students will give group presentations on Wisconsin’s tribal history and culture. 



	Assessment

(Criteria/Look Fors)


	Students will research and present on one Wisconsin tribe:  Potawatomi, Menominee, Ho-Chunk, Oneida, and Ojibwe.

Students will research and present what they learned about their tribe’s clothing, lodging, legends and folktales, lifestyles, and important people.

Students will present an artifact that is associated with their tribe and describe its significance. 

Students will dress up in clothes that would be worn by their tribe.

	Instruction Procedures

	The teacher will ask the students what they already know about Native Americans.  The students can write everything they know down. In order to help with some ideas the teacher can prompt the students with some questions such as “What do you know about what Native Americans wore, where did they live, what did their homes look like, etc. Once students have had some time to think then the teacher will use a KWL chart and write down everything the students already know under the “K” column. Afterwards, ask the students what they want to learn about and record it under the “W” column. 

Next, let the students know that they are going to assume the role of a Native American tribe of Wisconsin. Students will research aspects pertaining to their particular Native American tribe such as clothing, lodging, legends and folktales, lifestyles, and important people. Once students have conducted their research then they will create artifacts, dress up in traditional clothing, and present their findings to the class. 

Students will work together in their assigned groups to research one of the tribes: Ojibwe/Chippewa, Menominee, Potawatomi, Ho-Chunk/Winnebago, and Oneida. 

Students should find the information using online and book research provided on the resources handout.  Everyone in the group should work together on the history of their tribe. In addition, each student should have their own topic they should be researching. 

Once students have gathered their own information, they should get together with their group and share out all of their information. Next, students should discuss how they are going to present all the information to the class. (Ex: PowerPoint, poster, interview, etc.)  Additionally, the students should discuss what artifact they are going to be making and presenting to the class. 

Students should work together to compile everyone’s information into a presentation and create the artifacts. Additionally, students should practice giving their presentation so everyone knows the order and what they are going to say. 

Each group will present their tribe to the class. 



	Closure 


	Revisit the KWL chart and have the students fill in the “L” column for what the students learned.
